• If there are serious and justified constraints regarding the 
attribution to any of the trips, please inform the coordinator in 
advance (14th of November, 23:59)

• Outlines of the trips will be sent by mail: announcement



OTHER/ IMPORTANT

• Respect for the pair (BY 2)

• No complaints will be accepted once the lists have been drawn 
up 

 we will do our best to respect choices and pair (2 people)

• Selection will be made by an algorithm: no favouritism 



CHANGES

The only changes allowed must be between peers (pupils) 
Please read carefully the document contained in the Forms 

Under no circumstances will administration 
manage changes outside this framework!!!!

(maximum two weeks for changes after publication of the lists) 



OTHER/IMPORTANT
• Avoid choosing your home country as a destination (the aim 

being to discover new horizons)

• Around 30/35 students in 9 destinations (excluding Luxembourg)

• Please give only one identity reference: ID or Passport (not both)



PRICE OF S6 TRIPS

• If by plane - CO2 compensation included

• Invoice from the school, 1 time payment (an invoice will be sent 
to you) in January.

• Balance refund after the trip
(If the settlement exceeds a price of more than 50 euros. Otherwise (no 
overrun) the money collected will go to a solidarity fund.

• Cost of Luxembourg trip will be communicated



FINANCIAL SUPPORT
• The Luxembourg 1 Parents’ Association (APEEEL1) aims to help families 

who are in need of assistance towards the payment of school trip 
expenses. 

• APEEEL1 has its own social fund, separate from that of the school.

• The level of the contribution will be decided according to the net 
monthly household income, and will also take into account family 
composition and any other current circumstances that the family 
chooses to share with APEEEL1.

WHAT IF A STUDENT WITHDRAWS 
FROM THE TRIP? 

• We have cancellation insurance, which only covers cases of 
illness supported by a medical certificate and provided that 
the illness was not known before the trip was booked and 
that the application is accepted by the insurance 
company.

• For conditions, please refer to the Parents' Memorandum.



FOR PUPILS: CHOICE/FORM
• Student must choose  TWO of 

the proposed study trips (one 
you would like/ one you don’t 
want)

• Only in this case the choice will 
be validated

• Students cannot swap between 
the trips after they have been 
attributed to one of the trips 
except by pairs

• If student cannot participate in 
a study trip abroad,

 check  Luxembourg



FOR PUPILS: CHOICE/FORM
• Student must choose: Please select one destination that you 

would love to visit and one destination that you would prefer not 
to go to.

• 1 partner can be chosen

• All students will be assigned to the trips to make sure that 
there is a balance of section and gender and to keep the 
partners together 

• minimum and maximum numbers of participants per trips 
have to be respected (mostly 30/35)



EMAILS AND DISCUSSIONS
• The coordinator is first and foremost a teacher: teaching 

and students are the priority.

• Emails will be answered as quickly as possible.

• Aggressive or insulting messages will not be answered.

• The coordinator is not a member of the accounts office and 
cannot give you details of the accounts for the trips.



CHANGES

• The exact date of the flights has not yet been set. 
Information will be communicated to you at a travel group 
meeting.

• Brief changes may be made to the activities on offer during 
the trip (depending on the budget).
